The skills presented in this document are the core skills that are developed in every camp our cubs go on these are the basis for camping at cubs. Each camp also has specific skills or themes that are the focus areas for that camp in addition to these core camping skills.

Bushcraft 1

- I can strike a match.
- I can collect sticks for preparing a campfire.
- I can be safe around a campfire.
- I know how to pack ropes away correctly.
- I know what is in a I know dilly bag/mess kit and can keep it clean at camp.

Bushcraft 2

- I have discussed the appropriate action I should take in the case of an accident.
- I know the rules for hygiene at camp.
- I can protect myself when exposed to the sun while outdoors.
- I can demonstrate a correct way to build a safe fireplace in the bush.
- I understand the basic dangers of fire, and how to be safe around them.
- I can demonstrate three knots and apply them in an activity.

Bushcraft 3

· I can explain the importance of wearing the right clothing while outdoors.

Bushwalking 2
· I have discussed the appropriate action I should take in the case of an accident or emergency.
· I can protect myself when exposed to the sun while outdoors.

Camping 1
· I know the boundaries of where I may go each time I go out camping.
· I know the basic elements to make a fire.
· I know that I should follow directions from the leader of this activity.

· I can help pack a bag for camp.
· I can strike a match.
· I can help prepare food for cooking at camp.
· I have spent two nights at camps and/or Scout sleep-overs.
· I can set out my sleeping area at camp.
· I can care for my basic personal gear on an overnight camp.

Camping 2
· I can explain what clothing should wear whilst camping.
· I have discussed the appropriate action I should take in the case of an accident.
· I can discuss what safety precautions you should take before going camping outdoors.
· I know about proper hygiene practices at camp.
· I know the benefits and risks associated with fire.
· I can demonstrate basic safe food handling and the importance of hygiene at camp.
· I can protect myself when exposed to the sun while outdoors.
· I can behave safely in and around tents and campfires at camp.
· I can demonstrate and explain why sleeping bags need ta be aired out.
· I have spent two nights on camp in a tent at this stage.
· I can help set up a tent and identify the main parts of a tent.

Camping 3
· I can pack my own bag for camp.
· I can help plan a balanced meal for camp.
· I know the benefits of using gas to cook and can talk about what risks to watch out for in regards to using gas.
· I know how to maintain personal hygiene while camping.
· I can demonstrate keeping myself safe from natural and man-made things at
camp.
· I can help build a campfire and collect materials to do so.
· I have used a gas cooker to help cook a camp meal.
· I can set up a tent without help from an adult.
· I know how to treat cuts and minor bleeding
· I can demonstrate how to store food at camp.

· I have learnt 3 knots that can help me during a standing camp.

· I have spent 5 nights on camp in a tent by the end of this Stage.

· I can help run an activity at a camp.

Advanced skills lvl 4
· I can identify appropriate campsites.
· I can read an itinerary for a proposed camp and understand what I am required to do.
